Say Hello To Recipient Aidan Inman

Aidan is full of life and all around an awesome six-year-old. He
enjoys skateboarding, surfing, fishing, snowboarding, riding his
bike, monster trucks, motorcycles, football, and playing Xbox
360, Transformers and Legos with his best buddies.

Aidan had complained of occasional night time cramping and
abdominal pain. Over a six month time period, after four different
pediatric doctors and two ER visits, a seven centimeter mass was
found on his right adrenal gland. In early July 2009, his journey
began at Rady Children’s Hospital. He was diagnosed with stage
IV Neuroblastoma on July 15, 2009. Within a 24 hour period

his newest sister Madison entered this world. Madison’s birth
offered Aidan a miracle in that her stem cells were harvested
from her umbilical cord. Her cord cells may be needed at some
point in his treatment.

Aidan’s treatment plan consists of six chemotherapy rounds, surgery, radiation (at Rady Children’s
Hospital in San Diego), bone marrow transplant (at the City of Hope in Los Angeles) then on to
maintenance immunotherapy. By this time next year, the family is looking forward to seeing Aidan off the
home/hospital school program and entering second grade, his body free and clear of the disease forever.

The family is grateful for the support of many people, too many to name, including the San Diego
Blood Bank. Aidan is a strong-willed positive thinker and the family asks for good thoughts and prayers
as he continues this journey.
