Bloodmabile Greetersand Donor Confidentiality
To help ensure the protection of all donors, itisim-
portant for volunteers to understand that all informa-
tion obtain from the donor is confidential and that
the privacy of the donor must be protected at all
times. To comply with FDA regulations that donors
must have a means of confidentiality when filling
out their donor card until seen by screener. We have
instituted a new Donor Registration process at blood
drives:.

o Volunteers should not review the donor registra-
tion form—information is confidential. The
form isreviewed by the staff in the privacy of
the screening booth. Volunteers are not trained
in screening and therefore not equipped to an-
swer specific donor questions.

o Donors must be seated 4’ apart when completing
the registration form.

o Donors must complete their registration forms
without any assistance, even if it isaspouse,
mother, etc.

e Volunteers can, and should:

+ Direct donor to the eligibility guidelines
and other educational materials. V olunteers may
point out (before Q5 is answered) that Q5 isthe
educational materials question.

« Instruct donor to complete all questions
and if the donor has specific questions that can-
not be answered by the educational materials, to
ask the screener.

Bloodmobile Schedule: Number of “ Procedures’
In an effort to ensure that the volunteer’ stimeis
respected and their assigned opportunities truly help
the Collection Staff at a blood drive, the bloodmo-
bile schedule will now include the number of
“Procedures’ for each blood drive listed.

The number of “Procedures’ corresponds to the
donor projection for that particular drive. It islisted
following the blood drive time. In addition, only
blood drives with a projection of 25 or higher will
be listed in the newdletter. Again, to help ensure
volunteer’ stime is respected.

Also, volunteers will be able to assist the Collection
Staff and Account Marketing Managers (Recruiters)
with meeting the goal for that day by recruiting
potential donors at the blood drives, as needed.
